Puerto Princesa is considered one of the cleanest cities in the Philippines and is approximately an
hour and fifteen minutes from Manila by air.

After, the tour proceeds fo the Rurungan sa Tubod which is
a community for women which engages in the wemving of indigenous fibers, pineappie specially,
for its industry. Finally, the four takes visitors to the sprawling Mitra Ranch which has a splendid
view of Puerto Princesa as well as Honda Bay.
